Money Earning Activities

Service Area may earn the $.40 per package for total number
of packages the Juliette sells. They may also receive the

$.10 bonus if all money and paperwork turned in on time.

What You Need to Participate:
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The Service Area Chair will need to be responsible for Juliettes.

The Juliette and an adult must attend training before the Juliette will be allowed to participate.
Participating Juliettes must be registered members of GSUSA and must return a signed
parent/guardian permission slip before selling.

Each girl should be given a complete Cookie Sale Activity packet to take home. The parents
may make the decision whether they would like to have the opportunity to support Girl Scouts.



@Juliette Proceeds:
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Juliettes will need to submit $3.50/per cookie package they sold to the Service Area
Product Sales Chair.

The Service Area will keep proceeds and turn in amount due to Council.

The Juliette and Advisor will need to submit all paperwork and monies collected to the
Service Area Chair or Product Sales Chair.

Money is collected for Girl Scout cookies when the order is taken.

The Service Area may use the proceeds to pay for an event(s) or activity that the Juliette
would like to attend. It must be a council-sponsored event and the Service Area
Treasurer should send the payment to the council office.

9 Customers pay for their orders at the time of order with a check made payable to the
Service Area or cash.

9 The Juliette Advisor must submit all orders and paperwork to the Service Area Product Sales
Chair.

1 Juliettes must submit $3.50/package of cookies sold.

Juliettes are eligible to receive patches, Cookie Dough and participate in the 1,000+ event.
